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Fundraising details:
There will be no price changes for program advertisements from last year’s program. Previous sponsors can use the same ad used last year. No need to resend unless there are changes.
All ads are non-refundable except for personal ads.

Every player is responsible for a total of $450.00 made up of $300.00 in ads and a membership fee of $150.00 (payable by personal check). If a player does not raise $300.00 in ads, he/she is responsible for the shortfall between what was raised in ad sales and the $300. 

The $150.00 fee is separate from the advertising fundraising effort.  Each athlete is responsible for the $150.00 fee payable by the opening kick-off event for 2012.  This date will be announced shortly.
